Letter # 25 in answer to Vin during Covid 19 virus -  			4/11/2020
Dear Vincent
I have not written for 4 days. Over the Easter weekend. I was down in the dumps about answering the letter that you had someone write for you April 5, 2020.  And I couldn’t get out yesterday because of bad weather to mail this. 
I know my answer will be a disappointment. I have searched for a way to be able to bring you home as you wish many times but the answer always turns out to be a no. I am truly sorry about that. No matter how I look at it, the only answer is that you will require being in a nursing home the rest of your life. 
We cannot find a different caretaker company within a reasonable cost. Every caretaker provider asked to send only one person 24/7 will evaluate your capacity as a risk to their employee. Their companies face liability if their caretakers are hurt on the job. Your assistance would put them at risk. Anyone person lifting you alone may suffer damage to their backs. This means you need to incur the cost of two people and the rental of a machine every minute that you would be home. Examination of your costs show that the cost is not practicable. 
In 2019 when you were home, at first, it only took one daytime caretaker to help you stand. You could walk a little on your own with a cane or walker. You could get into a chair with a bit of assistance. You were able to get into a car with help and you could walk into a doctor’s office. 
After a few months you began falling at night and we had to get the fire department to pick you up and put you in bed or bring you to the hospital every few weeks.  The firemen found your body increasingly deadweight to lift. It turned out we needed the Fire Department even when caretakers were there for one person could not lift you. As time went along, your body failed more, to the point where you could not stand and transfer yourself from bed to chair or to toilet. Nor could you get out of the wheelchair into a car. Eventually, the firemen and Always Best Care determined that you needed two “round the clock” caretakers. 
Susan at Always Best Care said to find your two aides 24/7 would be difficult and expensive.  She recommended that I transfer you to Maplewood Assisted Living.  There staff aides could use a Hoyer Lift machine to get you into a chair or bed. After a few months there, Maplewood staff found that they could not help you sufficiently one on one, so we had to add caretakers again 24/7. The cost doubled what it had been at home.  It was not sustainable. By May 2019, Dr. David Antonetti and the Adler Institute determined that 24 hour nursing home care was required.

As you know research of local nursing homes designated West River as close enough for me to visit and can give you a single room.  A decision on your part to come home would probably force me to move to Maryland. My age prevents me from again taking on the kind of responsibility I would have to assume for your home care.. For the time being however, while you are at West River I am staying here to visit you and check on you.

When various caretakers were coming to the house 24/7 in 2018, I had to orient each new one to what was where in the house. There were some that came only a day or two then left.  You dismissed others.  I suffered from each change. We had many crises at night when you fell. Each time I had to get the fire department and have you lifted back in bed or taken to the hospital. I also had to fetch the diapers, get the groceries, get ambulances to get you to Doctors. The caretakers put the heat up to 84 degrees as you wished, then opened doors to cool off.  They sat with their computers most of the time; they were not helping you until you demanded it. I cannot face the upsets and crises again.    I know you have ideas on how some of that could be relieved, but I cannot live through that again.
I love you but cannot give you what you want.  I think you will have to figure out how to deal with remaining in the nursing home.  I am sorry but see no other solution.
