






















































































































Schering-Plough funds professorship 
in health services

T
he Schering-Plough Foundation 
has donated $500,000 to sup­
port the creation of a term 

professorship in health services at Tufts 
University School of Medicine. 

"Continuing to educate competent, 
curious and compassionate physicians 
is as important to the future of our 
nation's health as is the kind of medical 
research carried out by companies such 
as Schering-Plough," said Dr. John T. 
Harrington, dean of Tufts School of 
Medicine. "We are heartened that 
Schering-Plough also recognizes this." 

The professorship, which was 
announced at a dinner in Boston 
December 9, will be called the Schering­
Plough Professorship in Health Services 
and will be funded over five years. 

"While basic and applied research is 
essential to the advancement of health 
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care, the teaching of the people who 
will conduct and apply that research 
and run our health-care system is also 
essential," said Dr. Jonathan R. 
Spicehandler, president of Schering­
Plough Research Institute. "We know 
that medical school curriculum is 
changing very rapidly to meet the 
demands of a rapidly changing health­
care system. It is our hope that the 
Schering-Plough professor will con­
tribute to both those transitions -
broadening the scope of traditional 
medical school curriculum and helping 
produce physicians with the vision and 
understanding to help shape the future 
health system." 

The Schering-Plough Foundation, a 
nonprofit, membership corporation 
sponsored by Schering-Plough Corp., 
focuses its philanthropic endeavors in

Some of Tufts' best teams will compete • 1n 
field house challenge 

Anyone who knows anything about 

sports at.Tufts University knows 

that the women's varsity lacrosse 

teams of the 1980s were national 

powerhouses. 

Between 1985 and 1989, the teams had a combined 61-2 
record, winning five ECAC Championships. 

Now those powerful teams are reuniting in a different way 
through the leadership of Lisa (Stern) Lax, J86, co-captain of the 
1986 lacrosse team with her twin sister, Nancy. 

'Tm trying to raise some funds for the new field house project 
by contacting the people who played lacrosse during the 1980s," 
said Lax, who is senior producer of Olympic profiles at NBC 
Sports in New York. A political science major at Tufts who 
interned in the sports department of Boston's WBZ-TV, Lax said 
her decision to join the field house fund-raising effort was an 
easy one. 

"The women I played lacrosse with at Tufts are still some of my 
best friends," she said. "There is this eight-year span of people -
the seniors who were on the team when I was a freshman and the 
freshmen when I was about to graduate - who still get together." 

The $9 million field house will be attached to Cousens Gym 
and will contain an indoor track, tennis courts and space to house 
6,000 people for large-scale events. More than half of the $9 mil­
lion needed to start construction has been raised. New architec­
tural renderings for the project have been completed, and Tufts is 
set to start construction once all the money for the field house is 
in the bank. 

In addition to generous individual donors, groups of former 
teammates, such as the one Lax is putting together, are reuniting 
to pool donations of varying sizes into a significant group gift. 
These donors will be recognized as members of the Century 
Club, and their names will be included on a plaque in the new 
field house. 

Lax, who will travel around the globe in the next few years 
leading up to the 2000 Olympics in Sydney (and who is coordi­
nating producer of a new half-hour weekly "Olympic Show" 
that will premier in March), says anyone who doubts the need for 
a new field house should take a trip, as she did recently, to the 
Cousens Gymnasium complex to check out the new Chase 
Gymnasium and the Lunder Fitness Center. 

''A field house would look great next to those new facilities. 
It's a needed improvement to bring Tufts up to par with other

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An EPIIC Begins 

Learning teamwork on Hurricane Island 

hey must be driven, intrepid, daring and committed­

in the classroom and in planning spring events. So 

what better preparation for those Tufts students 

embarking on an "intellectual Outward Bound" than an 

actual Outward Bound weekend that combines physical 

and mental challenges. 

The 35 undergraduate and graduate students enrolled in 

this year's EPIIC (Education for Public Inquiry and 

International Citizenship) colloquium began the school year 

with a weekend on Hurricane Island off the Maine coast, 

where they were challenged by physical and mental tasks 

intended to build trust and personal connections. In two and 

a half hours, for instance, they had to construct at least two 

rafts out of barrels, bamboo, rope and two-by-fours, row 

them out to sea around a buoy, and, back on shore, disas­

semble them. 

"It was incredible," said Anka Kernkamp, ]98. "It was 

impressive how the group clicked in the first few hours of 

being on the island. We need to work efficiently and so 

intensely on projects throughout the year, and I don't think 

they would go as smoothly without this kind of common 

experience." 

As EPIIC Director Sherman Teichman noted, the colloquium 

requires an unusual commitment to teamwork. "Students 

must immerse themselves in the subject matter, become flu-
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ent in current events, history, news and academic analysis of 

a topic and work with the top thinkers in the field from 

around the world as they plan a symposium for next spring." 

Joining the students on their Outward Bound trek was 

Peter Rosenblum, the project director of Harvard Law 

School's Human Rights Program and a former human rights 

officer with the UN Human Rights Centre in Geneva. 

"Peter is representative of the kinds of thinkers and 

activists who are directly involved in and knowledgeable 

about the events and dilemmas our students must confront," 

Teichman said . 

This year, students will explore the topic "Exodus and Exile: 

Refugees, Migration and Global Security" during a year-long 

colloquium. The capstone of the course is a student-organized 

symposium, scheduled to take place Feb. 26 to Mar. I, that 

will draw on experts from around the world in fields as 

diverse as human rights, political parties and the arts. 

EPIIC students are also planning an "Inquiry Simulation 

and Refugee Celebration" for Apr. 16-19 in which students 

from 14 high schools arrive at Tufts for a weekend packed 

with activities and discussions. 

Hurricane Island may seem a far remove from these kinds 

of topics, but, said Kernkamp, its lessons have been taken to 

heart. "We are excited about this spring. When we work 

together, every effort counts."
