The Tufts University Music Library is where music students and members of the musical community at Tufts:

(  reinforce and expand upon their classroom experience


through using Reserves,

(  discover new repertory for their chosen instrument(s)


through browsing and using Scores,

(  deepen their knowledge of music history, biography, and literature


through reading Books and Periodicals,

(  broaden their recognition of musical styles and cultures


through listening to Sound Recordings.

The Music Library

· operates as a repository of musical materials in varying formats, which need to be understandably organized and readily browsed by library users for self-selection,

· purveys services to build and maintain the collections, to augment the library users’ experience, and to support the Music Department curriculum,

· provides an environment able to sustain all these functions:  quiet, comfortable, with adequate furniture and equipment in appropriate spaces to work with any or all of the collections on site.

Such a facility will need

· accessible shelving for various formats

· designated reading and studying areas able to support portable computing, communications, and listening equipment, instruction, and group activity

· an area equipped for public access to electronic and networked resources available at Tufts University

· sufficient work space for staff functions

· clearly visible and conveniently located service spaces for staff/user interaction.

The Music Library must be flexible in design and infrastructure so that any of the above functions can be extended

· to new/more users

· for new/more materials and formats

· for new/more technology

· for new/more services.
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
