Dear Vin
It is 8:50 am on this Tuesday.  I expect a crew to arrive about 9am to rake leaves, take mold off the roof, aerate the lawn, & put down weed killer and fertilize.  The lawn never got fully cared for by Maritza in the fall because first her biological mother died, then her other mother had a heart attack or at least that is what I understood.  So the leaves have been around many months. 
Well, it was upsetting for no come, no call.  By 10 I was sending emails, phone messages etc.  Finally around 12 they responded that they were coming at 2. So they are at it now, at 3:30 with very loud machines to blow leaves towards the woods.   So far, the mold is off, the leaves & sticks are gone, the gutters cleaned.  They seeded and put down fertilizer by 4:30. They even put up the umbrella on the deck for me. 
I was walking at Laurel Beach when the Blue Angels 12 airplanes flew over CT, but they were seen in Greenwich and up Hartford area, so I missed seeing them.
I am waiting for West River to let me know what results were found when you were tested for the Covid 19 virus.  I suppose if I do not hear today, I will call tomorrow and ask how you are doing.  I just wish you and I could talk when I call.  The last time, the call took you so surprise that you had nothing to say.  I did not have much to say either since I write you what I have to save every day.
So oddly enough, although the doctors that see you at West River give me no reports, when you have tests, the results show up in you Yale My Chart.  They show you as not positive.  That should mean you are okay??????  I need to call them and ask how you are really doing today.  Here is what the test results say:
