He was especially proud of the two math 

courses he designed in the 1990s for students who 

were not math majors-mathematics of social 

choice (about election systems) and mathemat ics 

of symmetry groups (about wallpaper patterns and 

M. C. Escher-type designs chat showed the con­

nection between math and art) . The courses were 

so popular they were often oversubscribed. 

He so loved rhe science of mathematics and 

believed ic was within the grasp of most people rl1ac 

he spent his career "working to counter rhe all-too­

common cultural bias agai nst it," said his wife, 

Sonia Kosow Guterman. 

The walls of Gurerman's office were covered 

with artwork done by students in che symmetry 

courses, his wife added. 

"Marcy was one of the most popular teachers in 

the department," said Tufts professo r, Zbigniew 

N icecki, who with Guterman wrote the 1980 text­

book Dijfirential Equations: A First Course. 

"He had a lot of patience, a great deal of integri­

ty, and never really showed any anger. He was very 

good with students chat way," said N irecki . "He 

was nonthreatening but actually a very demanding 

teacher, not a pushover. He was crying to teach 

mathematics to students who were both serious 

about it and chose who had no interest. Anyone 

who rook a course with Marcy was very lucky." 

Guterman, who was equally passionate about 

class ical music, collected more than 1,000 classical 

CDs and could detect the smallest variations in dif­

ferent recordings of the same piece. 

"Few things made my father prouder than that 

my sister, Bech, has become such an accomplished 

violin ist," said his daughter Lila. 

Guterman was born in New York City to Polish 

imm igrants. He received his bachelor's degree at 

Brooklyn College in 1961 and his doctorate at 

Cornell University in 1967, a year after he started 

as an instructor at Tufts. He wrote his doctoral dis­

sertation under the direction of the algebraist 

Daniel Gorenstein . 

He is survived by his wife and two daughters . 

A memorial service to celebrate Guterman's life 

was held on February 7 at Goddai·d Chapel ac Ti.tfcs.
