ARTICLE 1: NAME, PURPOSE, AND AFFILIATION
Section 1. 	The name of this organization shall be Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association.
Section 2. 	The purpose of this organization is to promote interest in and appreciation of 			the cultures of Russia and other republics of the former USSR. 

ARTICLE 2: MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. 	Any person associated with the Tufts University community who expresses			interest in the cultures of Russia and other former Soviet republics may become a 			member.
Section 2. 	Members may participate in any events or excursions.
Section 3. 	Individuals will be selected to positions based on their interest in and commitment 		to Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association.
Section 4. 	Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association does not discriminate based on race, ethnicity, national origin, religion, disability, gender, age, or sexual orientation.

ARTICLE 3: OFFICERS
Section 1. 	Executive Board shall consist of the following positions with the subsequent 			responsibilities:

· Coordinate activities of Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association
· Assist in finding activities at Tufts University and in surrounding communities that are related to Russian Culture
· Maintain e-list

	     	2 Treasurers shall: 
· Create budget
· Maintain accurate financial records
· Be in charge of payments and reimbursements to members for activities
· Ensure that Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association meets TCU requirements

	     	Publicist shall: 
· Make the campus aware of Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association
· Design fliers and programs for events
· Advertise events on Jumbolife, Facebook, and any other media that he or she finds appropriate
Section 2. 	Qualifications for each position include:

		President
· Enthusiasm for the cultures of Russia and other former Soviet republics
· Strong time management, organizational, and leadership skills
· Commitment to all responsibilities stated in Article 3 Section 1.
· Dedication to Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association and its activities

Section 3. 	Officers shall vote openly during Executive Board meetings.

ARTICLE 4: ELECTION AND IMPEACHMENT 
Section 1.	Elections, in which any Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association member may run, shall be held in April of each academic year
Section 2.	Voting shall occur by secret ballot during a weekly meeting in which any RSCA member may participate.
Section 3. 	Officers who have demonstrated negligence or incompetence in the performance 			of their duties may be impeached. The Executive Board must approve specific 			charges against the impeached officers, and the officers shall have the ability to 			defend themselves.   

ARTICLE 5. MEETINGS
Section 1. 	Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association shall meet weekly, unless otherwise noted. Executive Board shall meet whenever it deems doing so necessary.
Section 2. 	Emergency meetings can be held at the discretion of the Executive Board.
Section 3. 	Executive Board members shall be present at each weekly Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association meeting unless extenuating circumstances bar their attendance.  Other members may attend as often as they would like.  
Section 4. 	The quorum shall be set at 4 members, one of whom must be an Executive Board 			Member. 
Section 5. 	Majority vote shall make decisions.
Section 6.	Robert’s Rules of Order shall be followed.

ARTICLE 6: COMMITTEES
Section 1. 	Should Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association decide to host an event, the Executive Board shall establish a standing committee. 

ARTICLE 7: AMENDMENTS
Section 1. 	Any Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association member may propose an amendment to the constitution. 
Section 2.	The amendment must be presented at a general meeting in order for the presenter			to explain his or her reasons for proposing the change. 
Section 3. 	The Constitution shall be amended by a majority vote of members at a general 			meeting.
Section 4.	All amendments to the constitution must be approved by the TCU Judiciary prior to taking effect.

ARTICLE 8: ADHERENCE TO COLLEGE POLICIES
Section 1. 	Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association shall comply with the Tufts University honor code and all of its college policy specifications.
Section 2. 	Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association shall adhere to all local, state and federal laws.
Section 3. 	Russian Slavic Central Asian Students Association vows not to participate in any hazing practices in order to comply with policies set forth by Massachusetts State and the Tufts Hazing Policy.

ARTICLE 9: ADVISOR	
Section 1. 	The faculty advisor shall be the head of the Russian Program at Tufts.  If the head 			of the Russian Program declines, the Executive Board shall choose another with 			the help of the head of the Russian Program. 
Section 2. 	The role of the faculty advisor is to give feedback and suggestions on activities 			and events.  The faculty advisor shall also help spread news of Russian Slavic
Central Asian Students Association events to faculty, staff, and students in the Russian Program.
