Tufts University is in the planning stages for a new music building being designed by Fred Babcock of Salt Lake City, Utah, and David Perry of Cambridge, Massachusetts.  A new music library will be one component of this new building, probably occupying one entire floor.  

Jo-Ann thought you might be able to provide information on shelving possibilities; we expect to have to use a mixture of compact and stationary shelving.  Compact shelving units will be needed for not only books and periodicals, but CDs as well.  Any information you can provide that will help me in communicating to the architects the range of options available would be most appreciated.  

The process is now entering the design development phase, and is overseen by Tufts’ Office of Construction.  We are operating under the assumption that built-in furniture will be kept to a minimum, and that one or more RFPs would be issued for the building’s furnishings (probably much later this year – there is still much planning to be done).  If you would like, I will make sure you receive a copy of any RFP for the library component of the project, when and if one is issued.
