Joan Purcell called to see how we were getting along.  Apparently Harold’s best friend Frank died.  Harold & Joan are celebrating 62 years of marriage.  For Easter dinner, since no one is permitted to go to restaurants these days, that meant they could not eat at the Yacht Club.  But they did order from the Yacht Club and pick up their meals on a table outside.  Their son Dave who is a pilot for Southwest airlines said it is so strange to go to pilot his plane with all the stores & eateries closed and no lines or people or baggage.  He has to bring his own meals when he flies since nothing available.  The other son recently bought a house in the small town of Harvard, MA.  Apparently the water in that town contains arsenic so every house has to have its own water filtration plant.
I see that one of the employees at West River died.  I don’t know if you knew her or not but do know you often read obits so here is one: MILFORD, CT — Angeline Bernadel, 52, of Stratford, died after contracting the coronavirus while working as a nurse at the West River Healthcare Center in Milford, the Hartford Courant reports. She became ill on March 30, went home to quarantine and died on April 4. Bernadel's husband, Jean, provided care for her at home, and told the Courant's Daniela Altimari that he cries everyday over his loss. After Bernadel's death, West River officials said "Angeline was a devoted employee and our sympathy goes out to her family," as reported by the Courant. They declined to comment further. In her obituary, which was published byWilliam R. McDonald Funeral Home, she was born in Grand Dedune, Haiti. "Angeline was an LPN at West River Healthcare in Milford. Her hobbies included watching soap operas, home décor, and spending quality time with her family. Angeline also enjoyed studying the Bible and engaging in the preaching work."
