TJ,e room is dark, but one can see enough co navigate narrow passageways defi ned by white sheer fab-

1 ric columns, each anchored by white rock sale crystals. The columns create a labyrinth across a tiny 

space made expansive by image-distorting mirrors on every wall. Soft cones pulsating from a clearing 

draw visitors coward an opened, mirrored floor. Utter a word or phrase here, and a grid of voice-respon­

sive lights will react, creating patterns overhead. 

Welcome co artist Catherine D 'Ignazio's 097) version of "Paradise," a large-scale interactive arc 

installation based on Dante's third cancica of the Divine Comedy. 

Where Dance sought perfect morality, D'Ignazio says chis "Paradise" seeks perfect informat ion, 

engaging visitors co experience a technological utopia where knowledge is flawless and complete. 

The exhibit also represents D'Ignazio's fascination with the intersection of arc and technology, an 

area of interest since her junior year ac Tufts. 

"I went co France with the Tufts-in-Paris program and 

I just fell in love with arc," says D'Ignazio, who majored 

in international relations because it allowed her co cake 

the widest range of courses. She held an equal passion 

for technology, honed from working with her father, a 

software programmer and educational technologist. 

T hat experience-along with some postgraduate com­

puter smdies-led co jobs as a web developer and pro­

gran1mer in a pair of scare-ups during che tech boom 

of the lace '90s. 

"This idea of multimedia came co mind then and 

I knew ic was what I wanted co do," says D'Ignazio. 

"I started caking art classes and tried co figure out 

just what I wanted co create." 

She figured it our in November of2000 when she and fel­

low arrisr/rechnologisc Savic Rasovic co-founded iKacun , a nonprofit arc co llective dedicated co 

the convergence of arc and technology. "Paradise," which debuted last fal l at the Boston Center for che 

Arcs and then at Gallery M3 in rhe Fore Point Channel arc district, was iKacun's first exhibit. 

"We both feel chis irreverence for the boundaries of arc--<lefining ic as painting, sculpture, video or 

multimedia," says D'Ignazio. "We believe in chis democracy of media. No medium is better than any 

ocher, so when you're making something you just pull in what you need and worry about what kind of 

arc ic is lacer." 

iKacun brings artists and technologists together co create mul timedia, installations and performance 

artworks in physical and cyber spaces. D'Ignazio says the name comes from che Slavic word , katun, 

meaning temporary village. 

"That's how we work," she says. "We'll have a project and a temporary communi ty of collaborators 

will come together, and when it's done, we'll disperse. The "i" has co do with the themes we're inter­

ested in-information, ideology and identi ty." 

Now, with a "day job" as a Java programmer and project manager at Harvard University's G raduate 

School of Education, D'Ignazio is pouring all of her free time and energy in co getting iKamn firmly 

rooted in Boston's arc scene. 

"Eventually, our goal is co gee grants for iKacun and I hope co be able co do chis full rime," says 

D 'Ignazio. "We still have co gee some exhibits under our belt." 

To char end, the pair is already working on inscallacions based on D ante's Inferno and Purgatory. In 
the meantime, iKacun will curate an exhibit in the spring at the BCA's M ills Gallery showcasing artists' 

responses co information overload.

A t Tufts, he becam e known as "Jo hnny 

Physical," and The Physicals were voted the best 

band o n campus in a 'Jiifts Dairy poll.

Ensemble (NM E), an avant-garde chink rank 

that was his favo ri te university-sanctioned activi­

ty at Tufts. After his iUness forced him co leave 

Tufts during his junior year, he continued co par­

tic ipa te w ith NME, o nce playing the keys of the 

telepho ne in a concert cha t was broad cast co stu­

dents over the Tufts radio sta tio n . 

Jonathan passed away while listening co 
Buddy Holly's "Not Fade Away." Like H o lly, he 

was just 22. 

He served as the center's dir. for 4 years and 

men helped establish a center in Mound 

Bayou, Ml. He moved to Cal iforn ia in 1969 

and chaired me dept. of family, community, 

and preventive medicine at Stanfo rd 

University until his retirement in 1988 .
