IN THE BEGINNING

In the early 1800's members of the Universalist Church felt the need for a
new, nonsectarian but not anti-religious, liberal college. Questions about the
location of the new college were resolved when philanthropist Charles Tufts
donated 20 acres of “that bleak hill over in Medford,” declaring, “I will put a

light on it.”

In 1852 Tufts College was granted a charter by the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts and became the 163rd institution of higher learning in the
United States. The following year, Hosea Ballou 2d agreed to serve as the
first president. The first class , consisting of seven students, enrolled in 1854
and was taught by a faculty of four. The students lived, studied, and
worshiped in Ballou Hall — then known as the College Edifice — which at
that time was the only building on the hill. The early curriculum included
required courses in Latin, Greek, mathematics, rhetoric, natural theology,
revealed religion, moral science, and intellectual philosophy.

The college became coeducational in 1892 and, in 1910, Jackson College for
Women became a separate division. Although the university is fully
coeducational today, women still graduate with a degree from Jackson
College.

Baccalaureate

The annual Baccalaureate Service honors graduating seniors. The president
delivers the “baccalaureate,” a sermon to the graduating class, giving him
one last opportunity to impart wisdom to those soon to become alumni.

The Cannon

Located between Goddard Chapel and Ballou Hall is a replica of the cannon
that served on the U.S.S. Constitution. By tradition, the cannon is painted at
night with slogans, symbols, and messages to friends and then guarded until

dawn.

Convocation
During Orientation, Convocation is the first formal gathering of the new

class after Matriculation. The ceremony culminates in the lighting of
candles, symbolizing Charles Tufts intention to put a light on the hill.

Jumbo

Jumbo toured with Barnum and Bailey Circus in the late 1800’s. His hide
was stuffed and donated to Tufts College by P.T. Barnum, Trustee of the
College and donor of Barnum Hall.

Brown and blue, Tufts” unofficial colors since 1878, were adopted officially

in 1960.

The Rez
Originally the reservoir, located in what is now the Carmichael Quad, that

supplied water for Medford and the surrounding areas. The term now used
identifies the area in the Mayer Campus Center where the TSR snack bar is

located.

Shield and Seal
On July 7, 1857 the Tufts College Board of Trustees voted “to adopta

Corporate Seal with ‘Pax et Lux’ as its aphorism and a dove with an olive
branch and an open Bible, as symbols.”

In 1939 Tufts President Leonard Carmichael introduced a Tufts coat of arms
(a quartered shield displaying the sun, two books, and descending dove
with the motto on a ribbon below and leaves on either side) representing
Tufts as a sanctuary in which the light of knowledge shines brightly.

Spring Fling
One last fling before spring finals. It starts with a Friday block party and
culminates on Saturday with a huge concert on the President’s Lawn.

Stearns Lot
The site of a pre-Civil War station on the Underground Railroad, the

network of safe houses owned by those committed to helping African slaves
escape from bondage. The location is marked by a plaque near Cousens

Tufts University has its own holiday: Tuftonia’s Day, always observed
during the third week in April, is a time for the community to think Tufts,

thank Tufts, and toast Tufts in some way.
