Today seems to be the 1st day that friends like Kathleen Allison, and others are inquiring about how I am doing.  CHICHI- whom you will remember we went with her family to the Vietnamese restaurant in Bridgeport near where you had lived on Vine Street wrote me and said her kids were asking about how you are.  I was surprised they remembered!
My walk yesterday at Laurel beach included conversation with a retired dentist.  People have gotten very friendly while walking in their need to talk to someone.  He had actually once served as a dentist for a few weeks in a refugee camp in Tanzania.  I also talked to Mike Bannon as he went out to get his mail.  He is studying to be a lawyer online through Seton Hall.  He had researched this virus away ahead of when anyone in his company felt alarm rising because of China.
Las night I watched the PBS documentary – 3 parts of it on TV.  I got to imagining  and wondering what news my Mother had heard about it when she was 11 – 15 in Baltimore.  The documentary is well done!

I am practicing what we are supposed to do... for me this has meant a slowing down of life without Jazzercise in the am but working at home on Brewster Rd to get rid of some clothes & things to take to Goodwill.

I got  upset today when I got notice from the nursing home that the bill in May will be
 $ 1,777 higher than in the past per month.  that brings it to  $18,600 per month.  I have to see if your insurance and the promised retiree cost as a state of Ct person  will get the 5% reduction from the cost that they are supposed to do.  I have written to Mr Cleary, the administrator to find out.  A single room is obviously more expensive than a double. 

It is difficult for me to slow to the pace needed but am reading books I got prior to library shutdowns and texting friends and talking to children on the phone.

My new tenants is adding insulation and walls prior to moving in.  I took pictures of the stripped walls with new insulation yesterday.
